Abstract

The entire paper will be written using Times New Roman font type, 10 point, alignment: justify, line spacing: 1, paragraph spacing: 6 pt before and 6 pt after each paragraph. The abstract must include sufficient information for readers to judge the nature and significance of the topic.  It should summarize the objectives of the article, methodology, results and conclusions. In order to increase the visibility of the article, the abstract should reiterate key words and phrases while avoiding unnecessary repetition.

Keywords: Four to seven keywords (words or expressions) that capture the essence of your paper should be listed in decreasing order of importance, ensuring consistency with the title and the abstract of the article.

Introduction

The body of the paper will be written using Times New Roman font type, 10 point, alignment: justify, line spacing: 1, paragraph spacing: 6 pt before and 6 pt after each paragraph. An empty row will be introduced before every subtitle. All subtitles will be numbered with the exception of the introduction and the conclusions.

The introduction familiarizes the reader with the context of the paper. It must reflect, briefly, current research in the field and the aim of the process presented in the article.

1. Paper Body

The paper should be the result of a research in the area, corresponding to the specific topic of the journals’ issue. The structure of the paper should be clear and well emphasized by titles and subtitles placed in a logical sequence, according to the methodology of writing scientific papers. In order to allow the readers to better understand the work of the authors, the following structure of the paper will be used: Review of the scientific literature, Research methodology, Results and discussion.

There are several research studies which show that energy is a determinant factor in the evolution of PoW consensus protocol and in Bitcoin network in general (Borzi, 2020) (Filcak, 2020), (Sedlmeir,2020). They all agree that PoW protocol keeps high security of the ledger by using physical resources to compute the blocks. The security is high due to the level of difficulty to achieve 51% of the network’s computational power (Sedlmeir,2020).
